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Brocade Dress of the 10 Century from the Necropolis of Gnyozdovo
0. V. Orfinskaya

Finds of textiles are very rare at sites of the 10t
century. Therefore, the large fragments of a silk
dress retrieved from burial I1-301 at the burial
ground of Gnyozdovo seem to be aunique find. This
dress was sewn from a brocade red textile with a
golden dragon and a simurgh on the back and
shoulders. These two fantastic creatures depicted on
asingle Chinese textile suggest a fairly complicated
interpenetration of the cultures of the East and
West, as well as North and South.

The remains of the dress were studied at the
Centre of Studies of Historical and Traditional
Technologies, the D.S. Likhachev Russian
Research Institute for Cultural and Natural
Heritage, in cooperation with the Chair of
Archaeology of the Moscow State University and
Department of Archaeology of the State Historical
Museum.
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
